Pentagon Entrance Closures

During August, both the Mall and River Entrances to the Pentagon will be closed at different times in order to replace the “high security barriers”. 

RIVER Entrance – will be closed from July 28 through August 11.  This will include the sidewalk beside the barrier as well.  All pedestrians will have to enter and exit the building by way of the parade field.  All vehicles will have to enter and exit the River area by way of either the Mall Plaza or Mall Annex Entrances.   

MALL Annex Entrance – Will be closed from August 12 through August 25.  This will include the sidewalk beside the barrier as well.  All pedestrians will have to use another location for entry and exit.  All vehicles will have to enter the Mall Annex area by way of either the River or Mall Plaza entrances.

During this period you can park in the small parking lot on Boundary Channel Drive immediately to your left after turning off I-395 and immediately before the River Entrance barrier.   This lot has diplomatic parking.  However, to walk up to the River entrance you will have to use the sidewalk along Boundary Channel and enter beside the parade ground vice using the sidewalk beside the barrier.
