National Fleet Policy

· Continued value in formal policy of cooperation between our two services.

· Complementary, interoperable and non-redundant maritime capabilities are laudable targets.

· Draft changes proposed are consistent with the original spirit of a National Fleet.

· Concur with proposed document for reissue.

DOD-DOT MOA Annex E Draft / Patrol Boat Capabilities

· Should continue to staff this attempt at capturing patrol boat capabilities in a mission focused annex.

· Consistent with 110 foot Patrol Boat Required Operational Capabilities.

· In best interest of Navy for CG to continue to acquire assets, plan and, train to provide this capability.

Force Protection Issues

· Appreciate CG support to the Force Protection Task Force and especially to NAVCENT.

· Port Security Unit (37 personnel) in Bahrain escorting / protecting naval vessels.  Key element of continued Navy operations in the region.

· Security augmentation aboard Military Sealift Command vessels (23 personnel).

· Continuing efforts to implement a “sea change” in approach to AT/FP Navy wide.

· Would encourage a parallel effort within CG.  Expanding CINC support role and normal routine of independent steaming puts CG particularly at risk.  Should go beyond work-ups and the Inter-Deployment Training Cycle.

· Need to continue close communication at the Headquarter, Area/Fleet level.  Seek to avoid duplication of capability consistent with National Fleet Policy.

· Interested in Coast Guard initiative to standup an active duty Port Security Unit for contingency response in CONUS.

Homeland Security

· The Working Group established by the NAVGARD Board is an essential first step in our efforts to come to grips with the issues of Homeland Security or Homeland Defense.

· Common terminology will be key to our future discussions on this topic.

· Interagency coordination will undoubtedly continue to play a key role in our future national security as indicated by the Hart-Rudman Commission.  This is a Coast Guard strong suit.

· Consistent with Navy strategy our concept of the Homeland Defense mission must begin on the shores of our enemy where we are forward and engaged.

· Potential Coast Guard roles in Homeland Defense may include:

· Port Security / Harbor Defense.

· Coastal Patrol.

· Vessel Traffic Management.

· Port management / hazardous materials loading.

· WMD Response (National Strike Teams / First Responders)
